Instructions

Please read this instruction manual carefully before use and operate the heater correctly. Keep this manual in a safe place for future reference.

This heater is an electric fan heater and may be used in homes, warehouses, workshops, or greenhouses. It is fitted with a thermostat and a self-
resetting thermal cut-out. The thermostat senses the air inlet temperature and regulates the room temperature. If overheating occurs, the heater will
automatically switch off to ensure safety.

The fan motor is not controlled by the thermostat. When the thermostat switches off the heating element, the fan will continue to operate.

When using the heater for the first time, a slight emission of smoke may be noticed. This is normal and will stop after a short time. The heating
element is made of stainless steel and is coated with protective oil during manufacture. The smoke is caused by residual oil burning off.

Warnings and Precautions

WARNING: TO AVOID OVERHEATING, DO NOT COVER THE HEATER DURING OPERATION.

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions must always be followed, including the following:

o This fan heater is not suitable for outdoor use in damp weather, bathrooms, or other wet or humid environments.

e The heater can become very hot. Keep it at a safe distance from flammable materials such as furniture and curtains.

Left Knob — Thermostat Control

Adjusts the desired room temperature. The heater will automatically switch the heating element ON or OFF
to maintain the set temperature.

Right Knob — Heat Output Selector
Controls the heat output level. Turn clockwise from MIN to MAX to increase heating power.

Operating Instructions

1.

Place the fan heater upright on a firm, level surface and at a safe distance from wet areas and flammable
materials.

Connect the fan heater to a suitable mains power outlet.

Turn the thermostat control to MAX and select the required heat output.

The heater will operate when the heat output selector is set to one of the power settings:

— Fan mode: When set to Fan, the heater operates in ventilation mode only and blows air without heating.
— Low Heat / High Heat: When set to Low Heat or High Heat, the heater operates in heating mode.

Once the room reaches the set temperature, the heating element will switch off automatically while the fan
continues to operate. When the room temperature falls, the heating element will switch on again. This
automatic cycling maintains a constant room temperature.

Before switching off the heater, turn the thermostat to the MIN position and set the selector to Fan mode.
Allow the heater to cool for approximately two minutes, then switch it off and unplug it from the power outlet.

After use, always switch off the heater first and unplug it from the power outlet.

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Before cleaning or storing the heater:

Switch off the heater, unplug it from the power outlet, and allow it to cool completely.

Cleaning the heater:

Wipe the outer casing regularly with a soft sponge or cloth.

For heavier dirt, use a sponge dampened with warm water (below 45 °C) and a mild detergent.
Dry the casing thoroughly with a clean, dry cloth.

Ensure no water enters the heater.

Do not splash water onto the appliance.

Do not use solvents such as petrol, toluene, or similar chemicals, as these may damage the casing.

Cleaning the power cord and plug:

Wipe the power cord and plug clean.
Ensure they are completely dry before storage.

Store the cord and plug in a plastic bag if required.

Storage:

Allow the heater to cool completely before storage.
Ensure the heater is clean and dry.
Cover the heater with a plastic bag.

Place it in its packaging and store in a dry, well-ventilated location.

This heater is an electric fan heater and may be used in homes, warehouses, workshops, or greenhouses. It is fitted with a thermostat and a self-resetting thermal cut-out. The thermostat senses the air inlet temperature and regulates the room temperature. If overheating occurs, the heater will automatically switch off to ensure safety.

The fan motor is not controlled by the thermostat. When the thermostat switches off the heating element, the fan will continue to operate.

When using the heater for the first time, a slight emission of smoke may be noticed. This is normal and will stop after a short time. The heating element is made of stainless steel and is coated with protective oil during manufacture. The smoke is caused by residual oil burning off.

Warnings and Precautions

WARNING: TO AVOID OVERHEATING, DO NOT COVER THE HEATER DURING OPERATION.

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions must always be followed, including the following:

· This fan heater is not suitable for outdoor use in damp weather, bathrooms, or other wet or humid environments.

· The heater can become very hot. Keep it at a safe distance from flammable materials such as furniture and curtains.

· WARNING: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE, KEEP TEXTILES, CURTAINS, AND OTHER FLAMMABLE MATERIALS AT LEAST 1 METRE FROM THE AIR OUTLET.

· Do not cover the heater.

· Do not use the heater if it has been dropped.

· Do not place the heater directly below a wall power point. Always use the heater on a flat, stable surface.

1. Place the fan heater upright on a firm, level surface and at a safe distance from wet areas and flammable materials.

Connect the fan heater to a suitable mains power outlet.

Turn the thermostat control to MAX and select the required heat output.

The heater will operate when the heat output selector is set to one of the power settings:

Fan mode: When set to Fan, the heater operates in ventilation mode only and blows air without heating.

Low Heat / High Heat: When set to Low Heat or High Heat, the heater operates in heating mode.

Once the room reaches the set temperature, the heating element will switch off automatically while the fan continues to operate. When the room temperature falls, the heating element will switch on again. This automatic cycling maintains a constant room temperature.

Before switching off the heater, turn the thermostat to the MIN position and set the selector to Fan mode. Allow the heater to cool for approximately two minutes, then switch it off and unplug it from the power outlet.

After use, always switch off the heater first and unplug it from the power outlet.

Before cleaning or storing the heater:

Wipe the power cord and plug clean.

Cover the heater with a plastic bag.

Place it in its packaging and store in a dry, well-ventilated location.
